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Superior invited to State of the State as Governor
highlights Superior’s Panther Bridge

Superior Mayor Mila Besich was an invited guest of
Governor Katie Hobbs at the annual State of the State
address, delivered on the opening day of the Arizona
Legislative Session. The invitation underscored the Town
of Superior’s growing visibility at the state level and
its recent success in completing critical infrastructure
projects.

During her remarks to lawmakers and guests, Governor
Hobbs highlighted the importance of investing in rural
and small communities and specifically referenced
Superior as an example of how strategic state action can
deliver results. The Governor recognized Mayor Besich
and cited the completion of the Panther Drive Bridge as a
milestone achievement made possible through renewed
state leadership and investment.

In her address, Governor Hobbs emphasized that
reactivating the Greater Arizona Development Authority
was a priority for her administration, noting that the
Authority provides rural communities with access to
financing tools that help move long-delayed projects
forward. She pointed to Superior’s Panther Drive Bridge
as a clear example of how reactivating the Authority is
translating into real, on-the-ground improvements.

The Panther Drive Bridge project, completed in 2025,
was the first project finished under the reactivated
Authority. The bridge serves as a vital transportation
corridor for residents, businesses, and emergency
services and represents years of planning and advocacy
by the Town.

“Being recognized in the Governor’s State of the State
speech was a proud moment for our entire community,”
Mayor Besich said. “The completion of the Panther Drive
Bridge shows what’s possible when the state partners
with small towns and provides the tools we need to
move critical infrastructure projects forward. Governor
Hobbs’ leadership in reactivating the Greater Arizona

Development Authority directly helped Superior turn a
long-standing need into a finished project.”

Mayor Besich also noted that the bridge reflects a
broader commitment to reinvestment and long-term
resilience in Superior. “This project is about safety,
connectivity, and confidence in our future,” she said. “It
demonstrates that rural Arizona matters and that smart

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Pinal County breaks ground on Final Mile
5G Wireless Internet Project

At a ceremony last week on the grounds of Toltec
Elementary School in Eloy, Pinal County officials broke
ground on the Final Mile 5G Project, which will see 32
radio towers constructed across the County, providing 5G
wireless internet to rural communities.

The project, years in the making, is fully federally
funded, predominantly from ARPA (American Rescue
Plan Act) Covid recovery funds, after remote learning
during the pandemic brought to light deficiencies in
reliable internet access in rural areas of Pinal County.

Pinal County and the Pinal County School
Superintendent’s Office worked together to develop the
system, with the towers being constructed on County-
owned property, or property belonging to school districts,
Central Arizona College, and the Town of Mammoth.

Construction on the first tower has been completed at
the Arizona City Library, with the other 31 towers being
constructed in the coming months, working with Doege
Development. As well as providing improvements for
remote learning, the service could offer opportunities
in areas such as telemedicine, government services,
emergency management, and local business and
economic development.

Jeffrey McClure, Chairman of the Pinal County Board of
Supervisors, told those gathered in attendance how when
he was on the Oracle School Board during the pandemic,

they had had to place school buses with Wifi hotspots
around the area for students to be able to learn remotely.

“I chose to run to be a Supervisor to make a positive
difference in our communities. And I'm proud and
excited about the positive difference that this access can
have to the lives of every one of our residents of our rural
communities,” he said.

Meanwhile, Jill Broussard, Pinal County School
Superintendent, told attendees, “Nearly one in four
of our students is considered under connected. That
reality affects homework completion, access to online
courses, communication with teachers, college and career
planning, and even basic family services. In today’s
world, connectivity is not a luxury; it is an essential
utility for learning and participation in our economy.”

As well as ARPA funding, the project would not have
been possible without four individual Congressional
earmarks, supported by Senator Mark Kelly,
Representative Juan Ciscomani, and Representative Greg
Stanton.

“Expanding broadband access is a game-changer for
families and businesses in small towns and rural areas
across Pinal County. This network will connect students
to better learning opportunities, businesses to new
customers, and families to essential services. I'm proud
to have worked with local leaders and my colleagues to
make this investment a reality and look forward to seeing

the positive impact it will have for Arizona families,” said
Arizona Senator Mark Kelly.

Meanwhile, Representative Juan Ciscomani commented,
“Reliable broadband is no longer a luxury — it’s essential
for education, public safety, and economic opportunity,
especially in our rural communities. Pinal County has
taken a smart, responsible approach by building on its
existing federally funded fiber network and leveraging
unused capacity to deliver real connectivity solutions
for the final mile. By working with local educators,
community partners, and our congressional delegation,
this project will expand access through a dedicated
5G network and strategically placed towers, ensuring
students, families, and small businesses across the region
aren’t left behind. This is exactly how federal dollars
should be used: efficiently, collaboratively, and with a
lasting impact for the people we serve.”

And Representative Greg Stanton said, “High-speed
broadband is critical to ensuring that all Arizonans can
stay connected. Without reliable internet access, students
pursuing their education, seniors seeking telehealth
services, and professionals who work remotely risk
being left behind,” said Congressman Stanton. “I am
proud to have secured funding to ensure that Arizonans
throughout Pinal County have access to opportunities
that were once out of reach due to significant connectivity
barriers.”

The TRS was founded in 2004 and is
a 501(c)3 club that promotes safe and
responsible off-highway motorcycle
recreation and racing through action
and education. They are a chartered
club with the AMA and a member of
the AMRA. TRS works with local, state,
and national off-highway vehicle (OHV)
organizations along with the US Forest
Service, and Arizona State Parks and
Trails OHV Program to improve the off-
road motorcycling experience in southern
Arizona.

TRS appreciates all the support it
receives from Pinal County, BHP Copper,
San Manuel residents, and especially from
School Superintendent Julie Dale-Scott.
With the support and assistance received

from these organizations, this race has
become a racer favorite.

Money raised from this event will be
given back to the San Manuel community
through donations to the local Schools
Program and Fire Department. Last year
TRS donated $5,000 to the San Manuel
Schools Program and $2,000 to the San
Manuel Fire Department. TRS hopes to
maintain that donation level again this
year. In fact, since 2007 TRS has donated
over $47,000 to the San Manuel Schools
Program and Fire Department.

The San Manuel High School sports
teams also participate at the event by
providing food and beverage service to
raise money for their individual sport
programs.

As in past years, the Copper Classic
will be staged at the old Gardner Middle
School campus and parking areas at the
end of Avenue D and Erickson Streets.

Preparations for the event are well
underway. On Thursday, March 5, set-up
of the race campus will begin. Racing
begins on Saturday, March 7, starting
with Mini races at 8:30 a.m. The Big Bike
racing will be starting around the noon
hour. Please pay attention to and honor
the road closure barriers and safety cones
in and around Avenue D and Erickson
Streets during these hours.

Racers come from all over southern Arizona to race in the Copper Classic. This

will be the 20th year for the event.

Flu and measles in Arizona: What to
know and how to protect each other

As we enter the peak of respiratory season
and students and families return to their
school and work routines after the holiday
break, the Arizona Department of Health Ser-
vices wants to share a timely health update to
help Arizonans stay informed and prepared.

Over the last few weeks there has been a
sharp increase in the number of individuals
testing positive for flu and hospitalizations
for flu. This comes at a time where we are also
managing the largest measles outbreak in this
state since the early 1990s. While measles and
flu are different, both are respiratory diseases
that are vaccine preventable and spread easily
in group settings and among unprotected
individuals.

The ADHS’s goal is to provide clear, practical
information so individuals and families can
take simple steps to stay well.

Increased Influenza A Activity Across
Arizona

Most cases this season are linked to a strain
called Influenza A (H3N2), which has been cir-
culating nationally since late summer. There is
no evidence to suggest that Influenza A (H3N2)
subclade K is associated with more severe ill-
ness. Symptoms of influenza infection include:
* Fever
» Headache
«» Muscle or body aches
« Cough, congestion, or other respiratory
symptoms

For most people, flu symptoms improve with
rest and supportive care. However, influenza
can be more serious for young children, older
adults, pregnant individuals, and those with
underlying health conditions.

Measles Activity in Our Community

The Pinal County Public Health Services
District (PCPHSD) has confirmed the first case
of measles in Pinal County. The case is asso-
ciated with an individual in federal custody.
The overall risk to the community remains low
at this time. However, measles continues to
spread in Arizona and in other states. The Ar-
izona Department of Health Services reported
220 cases in Arizona for 2025, and 3 so far for
2026.

Measles is a highly contagious viral illness
that spreads through tiny droplets in the air
when an infected person coughs or sneezes. It
can remain in the air for up to two hours after
an infected person leaves the room, which
allows it to spread quickly in group settings.

Symptoms of measles often include:

* Fever

+ Cough

» Runny nose

« Red, watery eyes

« A characteristic rash that typically starts in
the face and appears several days after symp-

toms begin

People with measles are contagious 4 days be-
fore and 4 days after the rash appears. Measles
can lead to serious complications, particularly
for infants, pregnant individuals, and people
with weakened immune systems.

The most effective way to prevent measles is
by staying up to date with the MMR (measles,
mumps, rubella) vaccination. Just one dose
of measles vaccine is 93% effective against
measles and two doses provides 97% protec-
tion. Vaccination not only protects individuals
but also helps to reduce the spread within the
community.

Simple Steps That Make a Difference

There are practical, everyday actions that
help reduce the spread of both measles and flu,
especially as Arizonans return to school and
work after the holidays:

« Stay informed. You can stay up to date on flu
and measles activity by following our measles
dashboard and respiratory illness dashboard.

« Stay home when you're sick. If you or your
child have flu-like symptoms, staying home
helps stop the spread and protects classmates,
coworkers, and vulnerable community mem-
bers.

» Practice good hand hygiene. Wash your hands
often with soap and water or use hand sanitizer
when washing isn’t available.

« Cover coughs and sneezes. Use a tissue or
your elbow and wash your hands afterward.

» Stay up to date on vaccinations. Vaccines
remain one of the most effective tools for pre-
venting severe illness and complications.

+ Seek testing and medical care when needed.
Early evaluation and treatment can help reduce
complications, especially for those at higher
risk. If you or your child develop measles
symptoms, call ahead before visiting a clinic or
emergency room to avoid exposing others.

» Travel and Group Gatherings. Crowded
indoor settings such as airports, planes,
shopping centers, and large family gatherings
increase the risk of spread of respiratory ill-
nesses. Make sure vaccinations are current be-
fore traveling, and if traveling abroad, confirm
immunity since measles remains common in
many countries, including Mexico and Canada.
Staying Healthy Together

Flu and measles prevention works best when
we look out for one another. Arizona is experi-
encing a measles outbreak and high flu activity
statewide. Ifyou feel sick, staying home and
limiting contact with others is one of the most
effective ways to slow the spread and protect
each other.

By staying vigilant, practicing good hygiene,
and making thoughtful choices, like staying
home when ill, we can reduce the impact of flu
in our schools, workplaces, and communities.
